WILDLIFE NEWS

Life among the animals and plants of our
countryside is not always as quiet and calm as we
might wish. Human activities can conflict with
wildlife —houses, transport and manufacturing can
damage the soil where it all starts. Yet nature can
also do a pretty good ‘hatchet job’ on other living
forms, with the cause found in defending food,
shelter, or a “desirable female”.

Many schemes are now running to make areas
“wildlife friendly”, the overall operations grouped
as ‘rewilding’ projects, though it may easily result
in putting one species under pressure and the
competitor taking over. In our countryside we have
one of the clearest examples of how an invading
species can impact significantly on another, and
this seems to be a little more clear-cut now, possibly
because this year's generation have spread out from
their home area to establish their own food supply
routes. | am talking about the squirrels: most of us
are either ‘for’ or ‘against’. The grey species are not
true natives, but they are so common that any bushy

to help boost bus services

Bus operators in the
North Northamptonshire
Council area will
continue to receive
extra financial support
to bolster services
under the English
National Concessionary
Travel Scheme - if
recommendations
are approved and
government enact the
relevant legislation.
Under the scheme, the
Council has a statutory
duty to reimburse bus
operators for free travel by
eligible older persons’ and
disabled persons’ pass
holders. However, the
number of people using
bus services in the area -
and elsewhere in England
—has not recovered to
the levels seen before
the Covid-19 pandemic,
with journey volumes
remaining relatively low.
Asaresult, the

government has asked
councils to reimburse
operators at above actual
current levels of journeys
through the 2023/24
financial year, to those
made at or near pre-Covid
levels. Government is due
to be laying secondary
legislation before
Parliament to allow this.

Proposals before the
Council's Executive
outline how the authority
will reimburse bus
companies — for these free
journeys made —at 90% of
pre-Covid levels until 31st
March 2024.

Cllr Graham Lawman,
the Council’s Executive
Member for Highways,
Travel and Assets, said:
“I'm delighted that we
are able to protect our
bus networks, which
are essential in keeping
communities connected,
enabling commuting

and offering greener
alternatives to making car
journeys across our area.

“With bus companies
still suffering from the
reduced number of
journeys being made
post-Covid, there is a real
risk that without support
from local authorities,
the sector would suffer
further.

“"We're pleased to
be able to provide the
support required to
continue to bolster and
secure bus services as we
return to normality after
the pandemic.”

Previously —as free
travel is likely to generate
additional journeys,
compared to where
passengers had to
pay their own fare -
operators were generally
reimbursed a proportion
of the fare that would
otherwise be paid, so

that they were no better

nor worse off as a result of

concessionary travel.
Bus use has been
significantly reduced
since the start of the
Covid pandemic and

concessionary pass

use, at 65-70% of pre-
Covid levels, remains
significantly below the
level for fare-paying
passengers, which is
around 90% of pre-Covid

levels, giving overall

patronage at about 80%

of pre-Covid levels.
Since the start of

the pandemic, the

government has asked

travel concessionary

authorities to maintain
the reimbursement of
bus operators for those
carried free of charge
through concessionary
bus pass payments at
above actual levels.

Grants for commqnity centres

North Northamptonshire Council recently
completed a public consultation process for the
setting of its 2023/24 budget. The Council is
proposing to set a balanced budget, which was
presented to the Executive for approval on 9th

February.

One of the proposals set out in the budget
consultation focused on the standardisation of
grants for community centres. The impact of this
standardised approach would have resulted in
areduction in grants to a number of community

centres. The Leader and the Executive considered the
feedback received in preparation for their meeting on

9th February.

In light of the feedback received from the

consultation, the Leader and the Executive revised the
final budget published on Wednesday 1st February
with the removal of this proposal.

Councillor Jason Smithers, Leader of the Council
said: “We are a listening council and we have heard

Knees up

No matter what your

Quite often the trick to
getting back to normal
movement is to strengthen
the muscles around the knee.
Of course, you have to pace
yourself with your rehab, which
means no dashing out to mow
the lawn immediately after a

surgery, pleasel!

On the whole, once you're
over the acute phase or
surgery, you need to start your
rehab doing simple sit-stand-
sit-stand exercises. They're a
great way to get the muscles
and nerves working.

There are plenty of
exercise routines you can
do to progress from there,
but simply putting some big
lemonade bottles into a back
pack and doing your sit-stand-
sit-stand exercises holding the
backpack is a very easy way
increase the work your muscles
are doing.

I'hope | don't have to tell
you that you need to check

with a rehab expert if your
exercises are painful. If you're
not sure about any rehab you
need specialist advice (NOT Dr
Google).

But stay optimistic! With
proper assistance, knees are
repairing and staying healthy
for much longer these days.

Following agreement at the January meeting of North
Northamptonshire Council’s Executive, work will now start on
producing and publishing a Local Nature Recovery Strategy

for the area.

Local Nature Recovery
Strategies are a new,
England-wide system of
spatial strategies that will
establish priorities and map
specific actions to drive
nature’s recovery.

NNC will now work with
partner organisations,
landowners and local
communities over the
coming months to create the
strategy, mapping key wildlife
habitats across the local area
and identifying priorities
to improve, increase and
connect habitats.

Cllr Harriet Pentland, the

Environment, said: “North
Northamptonshire has some
wonderful areas for wildlife,
including the Nene Valley
Special Protection Area,
nature reserves and country
parks.
